Hold Fast The Form of Sound Words 

 
 
"Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou heard of me, in faith and love 
which is in Christ Jesus" (II Timothy 1:13). 
  
 The apostle Paul received the gospel he preached by the revelation of Je-
sus Christ (cf. Galatians 1:11-12). That which he taught to Timothy did not come 
from man, but was the revelation of the Holy Spirit. Therefore, he taught Timo-
thy the sound words of the gospel which had been revealed to him. And he gave 
instructions to Timothy to hold fast to those sound words in faith and love which 
is in Christ. He wrote to Timothy, ''Preach word. .. "  (II Timothy 4:2). Timothy 
was to hold fast words of sound doctrine and preach them to a lost and dying 
world. That is the same thing gospel preachers must do today! Unless preachers 
hold fast the form of sound words and preach the true gospel of Jesus Christ, 
they are not carrying out the work God has given to the Church. Paul told Timo-
thy, ''And the things that thou hast heard of me among many witnesses, the same 
commit thou to faithful men, who shall be able to teach others also" (II Timothy 
2:2).   
  
 There are preachers today who have ceased to be gospel preachers who 
hold fast the form of sound words in faith and love which is in Christ. Those 
who refuse to preach the truth on marriage, divorce and remarriage have given 
up the form of sound words and are preaching a perverted gospel (cf. Galatians 
1:6-10).  Those who preach salvation by "faith only" or "grace only" and will not 
preach baptism for the remission of sins are preaching a perverted gospel. Those 
who advocate the use of instrumental music in worship are preaching a perverted 
gospel. The apostle said that if anyone, even an angel from heaven, came preach-
ing any other gospel he (or she) would be accursed! We must  hold to sound 
words of the gospel and live in obedience to it if want to go to heaven!
