Spiritual Ignorance 
 
 The apostle Paul speaking about his Israelite brethren, said, “For they 
being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and going about to establish their own 
righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of 
God” (.Romans 10:3).  Ignorance is a problem.  Sometimes ignorance can be 
fatal, while on other occasions there are no consequences.  If you don’t know 
who won the Super Bowl last month, what difference does it make.  That kind 
of information will neither help nor hurt you.  However, if you are ignorant of 
the principles of electricity, then I suggest you leave the wiring and other 
electrical functions to some one who is well-informed in this matter.  Electric-
ity can kill, the winner of the Super Bowl goes into the “Who cares” file. 
 Ignorance has been put on display in our country in recent times.  Jeff 
Foxworthy’s program, “Are You Smarter Than a Fifth Grader”,  has shown 
that people are unlearned.  It is amazing to see the “highly educated” not be 
able to out perform the fifth grade class, and then have to tell the nation, “I am 
not smarter than a fifth grader!”  Don’t misunderstand.  I am not claiming to 
have superior knowledge over these contestants, I was not smart as a fifth 
grader when I was a fifth grader.   
 Ignorance of the word of God leads to many horrible sins.  Ignorance 
was a factor in the killing of our Lord, “Which none of the princes of this 
world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of 
glory” (1 Corinthians 2:8).   

 Spiritual ignorance will direct people to search for salvation in places 
where it cannot be found. Some of the Jews in Paul’s day were ignorant of 
God’s way to be saved and as a result “For they being ignorant of God’s 
righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness,
…” (Romans 10:3).   

Spiritual ignorance is leading many people to seek salvation by their on 
standard.  Many people today think that salvation comes through prayer.  The 
“sinners” prayer that preachers are telling people to pray is not found in the 
Bible.  Just as the Jews Paul spoke of, they are ignorant of God’s righteous-
ness and have gone about to establish their own.  God’s word says, “...Repent, 
and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission 
of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost” (Acts 2:38).
